Part 49: Galatians 5:1
By a servant in Christ

He repented but
wanted to die

he Father’s Heart ministry

often ministers to addicts,
thieves, ex-cons, and others
whose lives are led by tempta-
tion. This world’s temptations
are many, including drugs, sexu-
al immorality, crime, and the
need for money to satisfy earth-
ly desires.
THIS STORY takes place on
North Clinton Avenue, one of
our most challenging outreach
locations, where | connected
with a troubled Hispanic man
who had just heard the gospel
preached by Pastor Russ and
was drawn by the love of Jesus.
As we finished bagging leftover

groceries and folding tables, |
heard Pastor Russ call my name,
waving at me to come while he
ministered to “Rodolfo.” As |
approached them, it became
clear that Rodolfo was dis-
traught.

HE LOOKED up and down, clos-
ing his eyes as Russ shared the
gospel and offered help. As it
turned out, Rodolfo did not
speak or understand English very
well and was struggling to com-
municate.

Pastor Russ briefly summarized
Rodolfo’s tribulations to me:
drug addiction, crime, a troubled
life, and suicidal thoughts. | did
my best to translate what each
of them was saying, leading to a
three-way bilingual prayer.

PASTOR RUSS gave Rodolfo a
card with his phone number be-
fore moving on to wrap up the
outreach. | stayed behind with
Rodolfo trying to better under-
stand his challenges as he wept.
He explained to me that he was
not only a heroin addict, but a
criminal who had been impris-
oned 27 times over the years.

| asked him to repeat what he
had said, since his prison history
seemed unfathomable. Rodolfo
explained: “Some of the arrests
were for dealing drugs and pos-
session, some for stealing mon-
ey to buy heroin, and some for
beating people up to steal their
money or drugs.”

AS HE shared his criminal rec-
ord, | periodically stopped him
to pray for his troubles. He
looked down, shaking his head,
saying in Spanish: “I need to die.
This world would be better with-
out me in it. My death will save
many and bring relief to my
mother.”

| asked him if he was repentant

of his many sins. And he said: “No
question about that... | repent and
wish to die to end it all...”

| EMBRACED him as he shook plead-
ing for himself, his victims, and his
elderly mother who suffered as a re-
sult of his behavior and her terminal
illness. | shared that repentance and
accepting Jesus as Savior were essen-
tial, but they needed to be manifest-
ed as change in his life and endur-
ance to temptation. Rodolfo’s ways
were clearly driven by chemical de-
pendency, but his death was not the
solution.

AS WE continued our discussion
and prayer, Rodolfo stated that he
needed to leave to care for his
mother. After he shared the loca-
tion of her apartment building, |
realized it would be a long walk,
right through the heart of “Heroin
Alley.”

It was now late, the bus was gone,
and concerned about Rodolfo’s con-
dition, | offered him a ride to his
mother’s. He looked at me sur-
prised saying: “You would give me a
ride?” | smiled answering his ques-
tion: “Yes, my pleasure...”

While driving him home we focus-

ed on his acceptance of Jesus as
Savior. As we approached his moth-
er's apartment building, Rodolfo
pleaded with me to go up to her
room with him and pray for her.
“Absolutely!” | responded.

WHEN WE got there, he went to
the apartment lobby and called his
mother (he did not have a cell
phone). But sadly, she was not in a
good place for me to visit. | prayed
for her in the car, and we spent an-
other 20 minutes or so, discussing
how Jesus loved him and did not
want him to take his life or continue
in his ways.

“Or do you not know that your
body is the temple of the Holy Spirit
who is in you, whom you have from
God, and you are not your own? For
you were bought at a price; there-
fore glorify God in your body and in
your spirit, which are God’s” (1 Co-
rinthians 6:19-20).

IT BECAME time for him to go care
for his mother, so | wrote my name
and phone number on a piece of
paper he got from the lobby. We
hugged, and he walked away wav-

ing goodbye. Clearly, suicide was
not Rodolfo’s answer. Jesus was.
GALATIANS 5:1: “Stand fast there-
fore in the liberty by which Christ
has made us free, and do not be
entangled again with a yoke of
bondage.”
