If you have a heart to evangelize
and want to invite someone to
the service, please arrive by 3:45
p.m. We will send out people in
the park to distribute flyers in-
viting others to come to the ser-
vice.

THEY HAVE developed relation-
ships with several of these women,
and the women are now asking
them where they were if they did-
n’'t happen to see them the week
before.

Many are opening up and most
ask for prayer. Many share their
stories, their burdens, their fears,
and their hurts. Many are so bro-
ken.

IN JUST the past two months they
have brought four women to detox
and as we write two are in there
now. One is going to outpatient
treatment and the other is going to
inpatient treatment

The name of this branch of The
Father’s Heart is Redeeming Love.
Why? Because Jesus has bought
these women and every one of us.
How? By His blood: His death on
the cross.

Men all around them have sold
them for drugs, for money, for
control. But Jesus purchased them
with the ultimate price: His death.

REDEEMING LOVE is what Christ
is to all who have called out to Him
as their Lord and Savior, that ever-
lasting love.

So join us — whether it be from
your home, or in person — to pray
and fast for the demons to flee, for

Part 50: 1 Peter 4:12-14

A firm defense
done with love

he Father’s Heart ministry

seeks to feed the poor with
the word of God, prayer, food,
and clothing. We appreciate that
the need for food becomes
more significant during difficult
times involving pandemics, scar-
city, and high prices.

But, as Jesus states in Mathew
4:4, the word will always have
paramount importance: “...Man
shall not live by bread alone, but
by every word that proceeds
from the mouth of God.”

THE STORY that follows de-
scribes complaints and anger
expressed by a secular individual
who did not want us to share
the word of God during an out-
reach. He hoped his rhetoric and

guestions would throw cold wa-
ter on the ministry and dampen
our fervor for the Lord.

I WAS standing at the end of
the long line while Pastor Russ
shared the gospel when “Mr.
Hendricks” approached me, ask-
ing if | was part of the “event.”
When | said yes, he shook his
head in disapproval and pro-
ceeded to aggressively interro-
gate me.

His questions and complaints
were many. | am grateful to God
for providing answers. “But
sanctify the Lord God in your
hearts, and always be ready to
give a defense to everyone who
asks you a reason for the hope
that is in you, with meekness
and fear” (1 Peter 3:15).

MR. HENDRICKS started the
conversation saying: “You are
very noisy. Maybe people of the
neighborhood don't want to
hear about your religion.” | ex-
plained that this was not about
religion; it was about serving the
Lord.

He continued: “There are city
ordinances for noise. You guys
are violating the law. Too many
decibels. | should call the po-
lice...”

PRAISE THE Holy Spirit that a few
weeks before | learned about the
Rochester noise ordinances. | ex-
plained to Mr. Hendricks that the
ordinance cites 80 decibels as being
excessive for noisy cars. | then show-

MR. HENDRICKS’ anger escalated;

| explained that we had obtained
permits and approval from the city
and the county Department of
Health to provide food. Frustrated,
Mr. Hendricks had a rebuttal: “Well,

these people standing here just
can’t get the food they so badly
need. They are forced to wait until
after you preach. That’s not right!”

| ANSWERED: “We are here to
share the gospel. We appreciate
food is important, but it must follow
the gospel. If someone does not
wish to listen, they can choose to
leave...”

Mr. Hendricks interjected: “Yeah,
but if they leave and come back you
probably won't feed them..
Right??”

| responded: “They are missing out
on the good news, but if they leave
and do come back, by the grace of
God, they are welcome to take gro-
ceries and have a meal in the name
of Jesus.”

Mr. Hendricks stood quietly for
about 10 seconds before saying:
“We all have motives. | guess this
makes you people feel good about
yourselves...”

I MADE it clear to him that the
ministry was not about us “feeling
good,” it was about serving the Lord
and exalting Jesus. “Preach the
word! Be ready in season and out of
season. Convince, rebuke, exhort,
with all longsuffering and teach-
ing” (2 Timothy 4:2).

Ultimately, Mr. Hendricks brought
up race to hopefully stir up an argu-
ment: “It's not that I'm prejudiced
but look at our neighborhood
stores. They are owned by foreign-
ers and whites like you. None are
owned by people from this neigh-
borhood. Why is that??”

| RESPONDED that we were there
because of Jesus, and He does not
care what color any of us are or
where we were born. We visit eth-
nic neighborhoods with blacks,
whites, Hispanics, Nepalis, Asians
and more. We love them because
Jesus loved them first.

Mr. Hendricks looked down, turn-
ed around and walked away appear-
ing frustrated. Surprisingly, about
twenty minutes later, he came back
and had a delicious meal. | ap-
proached him smiling, expressing
joy of seeing him again. Sounding
annoyed he said: "I have a motive."
| responded: "So do we. It's ALL
about Jesus." That seemed to be the
last straw and he walked away with
his meal.

ALTHOUGH THIS was a difficult
experience, | am thankful to the
Holy Spirit for putting the right
words in my mouth for His glory.
This secular gentleman did his best
to try the ministry, but He came to
the rescue.

1 Peter 4:12-14: “Beloved, do not
think it strange concerning the fiery
trial which is to try you, as though
some strange thing happened to
you; but rejoice to the extent that
you partake of Christ’s sufferings,
that when His glory is revealed, you
may also be glad with exceeding
joy.
